 (San Francisco, CA – April 5, 2010)    New Orleans. Haiti. Cuba. The Caribbean Diaspora is a high-spirited, 

dynamic region that pulsates with an assortment of powerful dance and music. Although at times dissimilar 

in its tone and visual expression, the cultural outpouring from the different countries remains united by its 

uncompromising style, energy and deep roots to its homeland.  Given the recent series of misfortunes to 

befall the Caribbean, now is the ideal time to shine a light on the resilience of the people, and the 

affirmative power of the dancing body.  

 In the words of CubaCaribe founder, Ramón Ramos Alayo -the award-winning Cuban-born 

dancer/choreographer and master artist- “when I dance, it’s not always going to be about struggle.  My 

work is not suffering.  But then you know it’s not just showing big smiles and pretty costumes either.  My 

work reflects my life and the dance is going to show all of it.” 

 The Sixth Annual CubaCaribe Festival of Dance and Music: from Katrina to Port-au-Prince 

celebrates this exuberant spirit by bringing together master artists from Haiti, New York, New Orleans, and 

Cuba (by way of the Bay Area) for a three-week extravaganza that promotes the life-affirming practices of 

the Caribbean Diaspora.  Founded  in 2003, CubaCaribe has grown into a beloved annual event that 

preserves  time-honored, rarely seen Caribbean art forms; curates diverse emerging and veteran talent from 

the U.S. and abroad; and taps into the Bay Area’s large Cuban and Caribbean-born artistic population to 

celebrate tradition while giving space for innovation.  

 The festival’s core activities are performances by master artists.  Each weekend of performances will 

be characterized by a different theme, ranging from folkloric, modern and popular dance and music from 

the Caribbean Diaspora.  Supplemental activities include master classes, a film screening of “Fauborg Treme:  

The Untold Story of Black New Orleans” by Dawn Logsdon and Lolis Eric Elie, and two lectures about the 

music of Puerto Rico and Haiti by respected scholars.  The CubaCaribe Festival will take place in San 

Francisco at Dance Mission, with additional events happening at partner sites Museum of African Diaspora 

and Baobab Village. A detailed schedule begins on page 7 of this release. 

 The theme of the Sixth Annual CubaCaribe Festival of Dance and Music: From Katrina to Port-au-

Prince pays homage to the concept of evolution through displacement.  The forces of colonialism, slavery, 

extreme poverty and most recently, environmental devastation have shaped the Caribbean Diaspora and its 

cultural outlets.  Alayo emphasizes the importance of the dancing body as a historical record of a culture’s 

resilience. He states: “The Cuba Caribe Festival honors how history is recorded within the dancing body and 

explores how the Caribbean Diaspora is always evolving. The CubaCaribe Festival provides a unique 

opportunity not only to showcase this work, but also pay tribute to the struggle, perseverance, survival, and 

spirits of the artists who create it – from New Orleans to Port- au-Prince to San Francisco.” 
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CUBA CARIBE: ARTIST BIOGRAPHIES 

RAMÓN RAMOS ALAYO, Artistic Director of CubaCaribe and Alayo Dance Company, was selected at age 
eleven by the Cuban government to study dance in Santiago de Cuba. He later received a Masters Degree in 
Contemporary and Folkloric Dance and Dance Education from Havana’s National School of Art. He was the 
principal dancer with Danza del Caribe, Narcisco Medina Contemporary Dance Company and has performed 
in Cuba, Europe, Canada, Belize and the US. In 1997 Ramón moved to the US and began his professional 
career in the Bay Area. He has performed with a variety of local artists including Robert Henry Johnson, Kim 
Epifano, Krissy Keefer, Sara Shelton Mann, Joanna Haigood, and Robert Moses. Ramón founded Alayo Dance 
Company in 2001 as a vehicle for his innovative choreographies and in 2003 co-founded CubaCaribe, an 
organization that promotes Cuban art and culture through programs such as CubaCamp and the Annual 
CubaCaribe Festival of Dance and Music. He currently teaches Cuban Salsa and Afro-Cuban modern at a 
variety of Bay Area dance studios and also teaches movement for children. His work has received support 
from the San Francisco Arts Commission, Alliance for California Traditional Arts, CA$H – Theater Bay Area, 
LEF Foundation, Haas Foundation, California Arts Council and the Zellerbach Family Foundation. Ramón is 
also the recipient of the Gerbode Foundation’s prestigious Emerging Choreographer Award and was 
featured in National Geographic Magazine’s, Dance Across America. He was recently names “Best Dance 
Dynamo” by the SF Bay Guardian’s “Best of the Bay.” Ramón has choreographed seven evening-length 
works for Alayo Dance Company. 

 

CUBACARIBE FESTIVAL OF DANCE AND MUSIC 
In seven short years CubaCaribe has emerged as the Bay Area’s leading arts organization to feature and 
promote the rich dance and other cultural traditions of Cuba and the wider Caribbean Diaspora.  Founded by 
the highly celebrated Cuban-born dancer/choreographer and master artist, Ramón Ramos Alayo, 
CubaCaribe has emerged as a critical and rich resource for Cuban and Caribbean dancers and performers. 
 
CubaCaribe was founded in 2003 to preserve and promote the vibrant cultural and artistic traditions of the 
Caribbean and its Diaspora. Built around the principal that dance, music and visual arts can engage and 
connect people of diverse perspectives, CubaCaribe organizes festivals, performances, class, and exhibitions 
to foster greater understanding and appreciation of Caribbean – especially Cuban – arts and culture.  
 
The Bay Area is distinguished by the large number of Cuban and Caribbean artists who now live and practice 
here. CubaCaribe taps into this talent pool and produces a wide range of professional, community-oriented 
activities. Projects include: The Annual CubaCaribe Festival of Dance and Music 2005-2010; resident dance 
company, Alayo Dance Company (featuring Ramos’ innovative fusion of Afro-Cuban modern, folkloric and 
popular Cuban dance); CubaCamp 2004-2006, 2010 (CubaCamp offers adult campers an intensive four days 
of Caribbean dance and music classes); and the San Francisco Carnaval Contingent 2006 and 2008. 
 
The organization’s primary goals are: promote and aid the preservation of time-honored, sometimes rarely 
seen Caribbean art forms; celebrate tradition while giving space for innovation; bring together diverse 
emerging and established Caribbean Diaspora artists from around the Bay Area and across the nation, 
concentrating talent and facilitating collaboration; support artists who recently immigrated to the United 
States by providing them performing opportunities, a supportive artistic community, and an artistic and 
cultural connection to their homeland/roots; and broaden /deepen cultural understanding of Caribbean 
Diaspora cultural expressions among under-served audiences, the Bay Area dance community, and the 
general public.

PERFORMING WEEK 1: APRIL 16 ς 17 @ 8PM, APRIL 18 @ 7PM 
“But it isn’t a greater catastrophe, it isn’t a greater disaster then we are a people.” 

ADIA WHITAKER, Artistic Director of ASE DANCE COMPANY, is one of the youngest professional 
choreographers and master teachers of Afro-Haitian folkloric dance in the United States. A former member 
of Blanche Brown’s Group Petit La Croix and Colette Eloi’s Reconnect, she has studied and performed Afro-
Haitian dance in the U.S. and abroad for 13 years. Her artistic work focuses on neo-folklore of the African 
Diaspora, linking contemporary modern dance, original vernacular movement, and traditional dance 
theater. Recently Whitaker completed the first part of a Jerome Foundation Travel and Study grant in Ghana 
and presented work inspired by that trip in the Performing Diaspora Festival at Counterpulse. 

 
ASE DANCE THEATRE COLLECTIVE is a professional neo-folkloric performance ensemble that specializes in 
Dance Theater from the African Diaspora. Under the artistic direction of its founder, Adia Tamar Whitaker, a 
dancer/choreographer and vocalist from San Francisco's Bay Area, this Brooklyn based dance theater 
collective is dedicated to preserving the past, present and future of the African presence in the “New 
World”. Since 2000, ASE has presented work that links modern dance, original vernacular movement, and 
traditional dance theater from the African Diaspora to conceptual ideas in the human experience. The 
current repertoire features a variety of multi-media dance theater works choreographed by Adia Tamar 
Whitaker and new work by Afro-Puerto Rican dancer/choreographer/songwriter Mara Rivera. “As people of 
African descent that have migrated from all over the world to fulfill our dreams of art and revolution in New 
York City, it is our shared belief that all forms of African drum and dance facilitate a process of spiritual 
awareness and good physical health. This inspires us to create rich and transformative art that uplifts the 
soul.” - Adia Tamar Whitaker. Under the musical direction of Sekou Alaje, ASE presents the Diaspora's 
diverse dance and musical repertoire. 

 
AFOUTAYI (special guests from Haiti) 
with DJENANE ST. JUSTE, a!a.h C[hw9b/L! άChChέ tL9ww9, JEFF LASTANOTEGUY PIERRE 
Haitian-born, DJENANE SAINT JUSTE is the artistic director of AFOUTAYI. She is a master choreographer, 
dancer and vocalist and a former student at Cuba's International School for Sports and Physical Education. 
Djenane taught at Jaka Dance Institute in Petionville, Haiti where she served as Co-artistic director, along 
with her mother, Florencia Pierre. She has been living in the United States since 2008.  
 
Florencia Pierre is a dancer, actress and activist whose worked for social justice through the arts for over 30 
years.  Her film achievements include Anita, the first film to be made entirely in Haiti's Kreyol language, as 
well as Liberté, Egalité, Fraternité... et Puis Aprés by noted ethnographic filmmaker Jean Rouch.  A former 
member of Haiti's national Ballet, Ms. Pierre is the founder of Troupe Jaka, a dance company that trains 
Haitian youth from urban areas in Haitian Folkloric dance.  She was on the faculty of ENARTS, Haiti's national 
Arts School, and teaches and performs regularly throughout the Caribbean and the world. She moved to the 
United States immediately following Haiti’s earthquake this winter.   
 

AUSETTUA AMOR AMENHUM- Artistic Director and Foundation member of Kumbuka Drum and Dance 
Collective and recipient of the New Orleans Mayor’s Art Award (2004) – is one of the few masked female 
Mardi Gras Indians.  She made her debut as “Big Queen” when she came out to 2nd Chief David Montana of 
the Yellow Pocohontas Hunters Mardi Gras Indians, Mardi Gras Day (2007). An adjunct professor at Tulane 
University since 1993, Ausettua teaches beginning and intermediate levels of African dance and hip-hop 
dance. She is also an expert in the dances of the Congo Square, such as the Bamboula and the Calinda. The 
Congo Square of New Orleans was the place where Slaves were allowed to gather and dance on Sundays, 
and where Creoles met and traded with American Indians.      more

JACINTA VLACH is the Artistic Director-Founder of LIBERATION DANCE THEATER, a dance-theater 
collective rooted in ideologies of social change through artistic expression + community outreach. An 
Instituto Sacatar Fellow and SFBG’s “Best Emerging Artist,” Jacinta began her dance training with Reggie 
Savage + furthered her studies at North Carolina School of the Arts + the Alvin Ailey American Dance Center 
(Cert. of Dance Alumni). Jacinta has toured and performed with internationally acclaimed companies 
including: Nathan Trice/ RITUALS, Robert Moses’ Kin, and Philadanco. During her stay at Philadanco, she had 
the pleasure of working with Jawole Willa Jo Zollar, Geoffrey Holder, George Faison, Deborah Chase, Otis 
Sallid, + others. As a free-lance dancer she has performed with Ronald K. Brown during his season at YBCA, 
Kamal Sinclair’s off-Broadway show ‘the Beat’, and has performed in numerous commercial projects 
including Coca-Cola World Cup Fiesta and ‘Agua del Rio’ music video for Santero. Her choreography has 
been seen nationwide at: E-Moves Harlem Stage, Identity Shifts YBCA, The Living Word Festival, Chicago 
Center for the Performing Arts, Jacob’s Pillow Dance Festival, Philadelphia Dance Projects, CubaCaribe, BDP 
Zellerbach Theater + Velocity Dance Center Seattle. She is an Instituto Sacatar Brazil Fellow + serves as guest 
faculty at UC Berkeley. She is also the recipient of 3 Zellerbach Famly Foundation Grants, a Puffin 
Foundation Grant, SFAC’s Arts + Communities: Exploration Grant, a Theater Bay Area award, and is currently 
Resident Artist of ODC Theater. 
 
Founded in 2007, LIBERATION DANCE THEATER (LDT) explores contemporary social issues and brings them 
to life through dance, theater, and dialogue. Identity politics, race relations, gender inequalities, and 
marginalized communities are the core subjects of LDT’s work. Instituto Sacatar fellow + SFBG’s “Best 
Emerging Artist” Artistic Director Jacinta Vlach draws upon movement from the Latin/African diaspora, 
Contemporary, and Urban Vernacular to reinvent various rituals, eras, + social movements. As an emerging + 
undeniably original dance theater collective, Liberation Dance Theater represents the voice of the arriving 
generation. Utilizing fusion movement aesthetics while honoring the tradition of the Theatre Arts, LDT 
captures the socio-political climate of our increasingly globalized world with a strong emphasis on the 
working class perspective. Through collaboration + individual narratives LDT brings personal stories to the 
stage in anattempt to spread awareness + healing to diverse peoples. Liberation Dance Theater is currently 
working on The Fillmore Project and was recently featured on KQED’s SPARK.  
 

PACO GOMES, Artistic Director of PACO GOMES AND DANCERS, is a recognized dancer, choreographer, 
musician and teacher from Bahia, Brazil, has studied folkloric and religious dances since his childhood. He 
graduated with a Degree in Dance from the Federal University of Bahia and went on to receive a 
specialization in Education. He performed in and created various folkloric and modern dance groups, which 
have performed locally and worldwide. He was a Professor and choreographer at the Cultural Foundation of 
Dance in Bahia teaching Modern Dance, Composition and Theory of Dance until he moved to San Francisco 
in December of 2004. Since relocating to the Bay Area, he has been an artist in residence at both San 
Francisco State University and Stanford University. He has choreographed for the Nego Gato Foundation in 
Philadelphia, The Rocky Mountain Youth Foundation in Colorado and San Francisco State University’s 
University Dance Theater, Theater Works in Palo Alto, US Performing Arts Dance Camp, and the ODC Youth 
Program. He is currently a Lecturer at San Francisco State University School of Music and Dance and teaches 
at studios throughout the Bay Area. His Dance Company, Paco Gomes and Dancers founded in 2004, has 
performed in various Bay Area venues and in Bahia, Brazil.

YISMARI RAMOS TELLEZ, Artistic Director of LAS QUE SON SON, is a Cuban dancer and choreographer 
who graduated from the National School of Art in Havana, Cuba in 1992 with a degree in modern and Afro-
Cuban folkloric dance. For six years Yismari danced with the Tony Menedez Dance Company in Cuba, and 
later for the Ballet de la Televisión Cubana in Havana, where she regularly performed on television, in video, 
and in live shows for the top bands in Cuba. Yismari also performed with Lady Salsa, an internationally 
renowned group, performing son, mambo, cha-cha-cha, and salsa. She has performed on tour in Italy, 
Russia, Spain, Australia, New Zealand, Germany, Ecuador, Canada, and Panama. Yismari is currently the 
Artistic Director and soloist with Las Que Son Son and is a singer with Dos Four y los Mios. 
 
LAS QUE SON SON, a San Francisco based, all-women dance company, performs a broad repertoire of Cuban 
dance genres ranging from contemporary popular to traditional folkloric. Founded in 2006, Las Que Son Son 
has been under the artistic direction of Cuban dancer and choreographer Yismari Ramos Tellez since 2008. 
LQSS dancers have studied with the prominent Cuban, Haitian, and Brazilian dance instructors of the San 
Francisco Bay Area, including Ramón Ramos Alayo, Susana Arenas Pedroso, Royland Lobato, José “Cheo” 
Rojas, Conceição Damasceno, and Yismari Ramos Tellez. They are also trained in such dance forms as 
flamenco, hula, ballet, and modern. The company's performance history includes San Francisco Ethnic Dance 
Festival (2008, 2009); CubaCaribe Festival of Dance and Music (2007, 2008, 2009); Storm of Roses at Herbst 
Theater (2008); San Francisco Salsa /Rueda Festival (2009, 2010); Cubahia (2010); Bay Area Discovery 
Museum (2010); and numerous soirees and club events. The mission of Las Que Son Son—to study and 
perform dance in a collaborative environment—is based on the notion that dance is a vital artistic practice 
that shapes community and builds solidarity among diverse cultures, ethnicities, and ages. 

 
LOS LUPEÑOS de SAN JOSE was founded in 1969 and exists to promote the awareness, appreciation and 
understanding of the rich and passionate culture of México through dance. They are based out of the 
Mexican Heritage Plaza in San José. Los Lupeños has a rich and diverse history and over the years has 
accumulated a varied repertoire of dances from many master teachers from both sides of the border. Under 
the leadership of Artistic Director, Tony Ferrigno, much of this material can be seen throughout the year in 
both large and small performances and events. 
 

ALAFIA DANCE ENSEMBLE was founded 15 years ago by Valerie Watson, and is based out of the City 
College of San Francisco (CCSF) dance program. Watson has been affiliated with CCSF for over 40 years. 
Alafia presented work in the 2008 Ethnic Dance Festival and at Cowell Theater in San Francisco. 
 

HERVE (KAYOS) MAKAYA, Artistic Director of TATA KAYA ART 
Herve (Kayos) Makaya is a choreographer, musician, and dancer, trained in both traditional Congolese and 
contemporary dance. Born and raised in Republic of Congo, Makaya was initiated and ritually trained in the 
art of Congolese music and dance. His training spans over two decades and he has traveled the world and 
earned numerous honors and accolades for his artistic excellence. He traveled to San Francisco in 2007 as 
part of the Congolese Dance Company, Compagnie Li-Sangha and participated in the San Francisco Arts 
Festival. He decided to stay in San Francisco to escape the civil war that was plaguing his home country.

RAMÓN RAMOS ALAYOΩǎ ALAYO DANCE COMPANY is the resident dance company of CubaCaribe and 
presents choreographies that fuse modern, Afro-Cuban folkloric, and popular dance. Founded in 2001 by 
Ramón Ramos Alayo, Alayo Dance Company has grown an audience for its contemporary dance 
performances that is far more diverse than most of the most of the modern dance circuits; a large number 
of his patrons are devotees of the popular and folkloric arts but are drawn to Alayo’s innovative blending of 
different ideas. In Cuba, students are taught modern and traditional styles of dance and music, and the 
forms are not considered as disassociated as they are in the US. Combining elements of both to produce 
Afro-Cuban contemporary dance allows Ramón to draw from a rich palette of movement styles to tell his 
stories. This ‘fusion’ is indicative of Cuban culture but rarely seen in the Bay Area. Alayo Dance Company has 
produced seven evening-length productions including: Anoranza de Una Epoca (1999), Mis Suenos, Mis 
Ideas (2003), A Piece of White Cloth (2004), La Madre (2005), After Rain (2006), Three Threes and Traces 
(2007) and Blood + Sugar (2008). The work of Alayo Dance Company has received both popular and critical 
acclaim (see attached reviews) and has attracted the attention of local presenters such as the Black 
Choreographer’s Festival and is frequently invited to present work. (See photos below)

SILFREDO LA O is a professional dancer in the Afro-Cuban and Haitian tradition, popular Latin dances and 
Modern dance.  A graduate of the National Schools of Art in Havana, he toured professionally with Cutamba:  
Ballet Folkorico Afro-Cubano for five years and with the Modern dance company ODC/San Francisco from 
2001 – 2003.
